Science Laboratory
These are now up and running. There are
30 computers for the pupils to use in
order to enhance their learning and
eventually correspond with the children
here. The science lab was developed in
association with the University of
Lubumbashi and paid for by a Belgian
charity.

The head teacher, Sister Rosine, says
that there has been a delay in the
children returning to school because of
the economic crisis which has worsened
this year. Numbers will rise steadily until
the end of October when she will update
us again. At the moment there are 93
children in the Nursery, 363 in the
